Secondly, for data to be processed lawfully, the processing must comply with one of the lawful grounds
for making data processing legitimate, listed in Article 6 for non-sensitive personal data, and in Article 9
for special categories of data (or sensitive data). Similarly, Chapter Il of Modernised Convention 108
which sets out the “basic principles for the protection of personal data”, establishes that to be lawful,
data processing shall be “proportionate in relation to the legitimate purpose pursued”.



Irrespective of the lawful ground for processing that a controller relies on to initiate a personal data
processing operation, the controller will also have to apply the safeguards provided for in the general
